49TH (SSM) FD REGT OPERATIONAL ORDERS OF DRESS

GENERAL

1.
The aim of this instruction is to outline the operational kit that all ranks must have ready for deployment on operations.  All ranks must be in possession of the full entitlement of operational dress, and all items must be serviceable and marked.  It is an individual responsibility to have kit packed for the appropriate season.  The operational order of dress will change automatically, coinciding with the published seasonal dress in routine orders.

ORDERS OF DRESS – OPERATIONAL

2.
Listed below are the three basic operational orders of dress that 49Th Fd Regt will adhere to.

a.
fighting order –  basic dress, weapon and web gear.

b.
marching order – fighting order plus rucksack.

c.
travelling order – marching order plus kitbag.

3.
The three operational orders of dress will coincide with the three primary weather conditions prevalent in Canada.  They are summer, winter (wet, cold conditions) and arctic.

4.
The following kit and packing instruction details the minimum requirements.  Individuals may add items as needed, and leaders are to be aware that this list may be modified as needed to fulfill specific mission requirements.
